Many of the "team" are leaving 
heir possessions behind and have 
renounced personal gain in order to 
devote all their time and energy to 
encouraging the growth of the move- 
ment throughout' the World. 

FAITH ALONE 
The expedition has had no advance 

representatives arranging where the 
members shall stay during their tour. 
They are crossing the Atlantic fur-
nished with nothing except their own 
faith that " Where God guides He 
provides." 
How the members of the party are 

to live during their pilgrimage was 
summed up in that way by•the Rev. 
John Roots, of London. 
"The Oxford Group Movement," he 

said, "stands for a vital personal 
religion within the churches. Its aim 
is to show that the principles of the 
New Testament are really practicable 
or us in this modern world. It is 
undenominational, quite unorganised, 
and spontaneous.
